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Introduction

· The RAN4 A-GPS Ad Hoc met Tuesday (17 August 04) from 4:05 PM until 6:00 PM to review and approve the unfinished contributions concerning A-GPS.  
· Howard Benn, Chair of RAN4, gave some directions how he would like the final documentation to be submitted to RAN4.  He asked that the changes be updated in Man Hung Ng’s document (R4-040470) and then transferred to 25.171 by the Rapporteur (Mr. Dong Lin Shin).  This updated text document should then be presented to RAN4 for approval and then updated to 25.171 as version 1.0.0.

· RAN4 A-GPS Ad Hoc met on Wednesday afternoon, just after the RAN4 meeting ended, to review changes to the updated documents in preparation for submission to and approval by RAN4 on Thursday 18 August 2004.
· It is thought that all issues in Mr. Ng’s document have been resolved with the exception of 3 general headings that are indicated in the document “For Further Study (FFS)”.

· The concept of release independence for this WI was discussed and agreed not to consider at this time because UE vendors are already shipping A-GPS capable UE’s which may or may not meet this specification.
· Tighter requirements for Release 7 were discussed and delegates were reminded that after the A-GPS WI is completed, they can then contribute against that specification.

· Richard Catmur (Spirent) was directed to update his document and give all changes to Man Hung Ng (Lucent) for incorporation into his document (R4-040535 draft R1.zip).  Man Hung Ng was directed to circulate the document by Wednesday am (18 August 04) with comments due back by 5 pm Wednesday afternoon.

· Comments and recommended changes to (R4-040535 draft R1.zip) Man Hung Ng (Lucent) were considered and modified/approved by the Ad Hoc.
· Three general headings of R4-040535 draft R1.zip are indicated FFS.  Several participants wanted time to discuss if these 3 headings should be removed from the text or if they should remain as is.  The Ad Hoc decided to present the documents to RAN4 on Thursday 19 August 04 with the FFS included.  RAN4 can retain or modify at its pleasure.
· All changes were distributed into the “IN BOX” by Mr. Ng as R4-040535 draft R2.zip by 6:30PM.

Recommendation for RAN4:

· Approve “Text proposal to TS25.171 on test scenarios and performance requirements of AGPS test cases (Revision 2)” (R4-040535 draft R2.zip) from Mr. Ng
· Direct the Rapporteur/Editor (Mr. Shin) of  TS25.171 to incorporate the approved text/changes into TS25.171 and move the version number forward to V1.0.0. for submission and approval to 3GPP TSG RAN Plenary, which will be held in September in Palm Springs, CA USA.
