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Background 

At the previous RAN WG4 meeting in Denver, a contribution on the ITU-R Category B spurious emissions limits for UTRA base stations was submitted, with emphasis for the ongoing evolution to E-UTRAN [1]. A proposal was made for a modified application of the limits in RAN4 specifications, in order to cope with the variable bandwidth character of E-UTRAN and the different band allocations. 

It was agreed to discuss further over the email and that an LS to CEPT/ECC would have to go through TSG RAN. The same document was then presented to TSG RAN for information only [2], since it was at that time agreed in ETSI TFES to forward an LS on the same issue to CEPT/ECC. 

RAN WG4 would like to inform TSG RAN on the status of the ongoing liaison activity regarding Category B emission limits in the concerned standards and regulatory groups [7].
ETSI

A contribution on the Category B limits was made to ETSI TFES [3]. It was agreed that the proposed modified requirements can be considered an in-band issue, since they will preserve the out-of-band requirements of the current Category B limits. It was concluded that the issue should be raised in CEPT/ECC, in the SE (Spectrum Engineering) and PT1 (IMT-2000) groups. An LS was sent through ETSI ERM RM [4] to ECC PT1, WG SE and WG SE21 (The SE team dealing specifically with unwanted emission issues).

CEPT/ECC

In the recent ECC PT1 meeting in Viareggio, the LS from TFES [4] was received and discussed together with a company contribution from Ericsson [5]. ECC PT1 agreed that the proposed modified limits is an intra-service issue, and also that the UTRA specification of unwanted emissions as a whole gives a demonstrated compatibility with UTRA, GSM and other systems inside the operating band. The conclusions were forwarded in an LS to ECC WG SE [6]. ECC PT1 intends to send a final response to ERM RM and ETSI TFES at its next meeting 27-29 June in Norway.

Way forward

The ECC groups SE, PT1 and SE21 should respond to the LS from ETSI TFES before the TFES meeting to be held in October. By then, a response on the regulatory situation will also be forwarded to TSG RAN and RAN WG4.
