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1    Introduction
In [1] agreed ranges of UE OTA minimum performance are presented for all bands (with square brackets around the values for Bands III and VII that are FFS). This contribution contains possible compromise values for all bands; see the attachment that also includes values for GSM.
Moreover, it is suggested to include target performance in an informative annex of the specification. Proposed text can be found in the attached. 
2    Minimum performance
At RAN4#40 it was agreed to specify minimum requirements for the primary mode only. This is captured in a text proposal in Section “General” of the attachment. 
Table 1 shows the agreed ranges in [1] along with the proposed compromise values. The corresponding for TRS is shown in Table 2. The difference between 1 GHz bands and 2 GHz bands is 1 dB larger for TRS to account for more complicated filtering and antenna matching in the lower bands.
