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1. Introduction

At the RAN1 meeting #47, the LS on MCCH reference RB configuration was received from RAN2 in document R1-063565 with the following actions to RAN1:

1. To consider the possibility of increasing the minimum requirement of the MBMS capability part B (FDD), table 25.306/4.13-3b, for those UEs not supporting MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH to support 20 ms TTI.
2. To check the physical layer parameters in the CR to 25.993 provided in document R2-063206 (later conditionally agreed in RAN2 as CR 0086 to 25.993 in R2-063653).

On the first action, RAN1 received a corresponding reply from RAN4 in Tdoc R1-063605, where RAN4 indicates that an increase of the minimum requirement from 10 ms TTI to 20 ms TTI in case of S-CCPCH slot format 2 (SF = 256) for UEs not supporting MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH (TS 25.306, table 4.13-3b) would not adversely affect the performance.
2. RAN1 conclusion

‎On the first action, RAN1 has agreed that an increase of the minimum requirement from 10 ms TTI to 20 ms TTI in case of S-CCPCH slot format 2 (SF = 256) for UEs not supporting MBMS PTM reception in CELL_DCH (TS 25.306, table 4.13-3b) is possible.

On the second action, RAN1 has checked the physical parameters in CR 0086 to 25.993 and found them to be correct. The CR is endorsed.

RAN1 kindly asks RAN to take the conclusion on action 2 above into account.

To RAN2:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to include the necessary changes in TS 25.306 related to action 1 above.
