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1 Introduction
In [1] the concept of additional MPR was introduced in order to meet additional spectrum emission requirements. This was subsequently captured in the UE report [2]. This paper presents the required MPR to meet the UTRA ACLR2bis requirement measured using a power amplifier in Band I. 

2 A-MPR to meet UTRA  ACLR2 at 43dB

The additional required power reduction required to meet UTRAACLR2bis = 43dB as compared to UTRAACLR1 = 33dB is summarized in the following table. Full RB allocation was used for all cases.

The PA power consumption is similar to that of WCDMA. Improving linearity by increasing the power consumption is not viable as shown in the companion paper [3].
3 Proposal
It is proposed that RAN4 specifies further power reductions in terms of allowed A-MPR so as to meet the additional spectrum requirements in [1].
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
