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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank SA3 for its reply LS on “Home NodeB/eNodeB regarding localisation/authorisation”. RAN4 has discussed the questions from SA3 and provide RAN4’s consideration on the issues.
1. Are there any other requirements to know the location of the Home NodeB/eNodeB in addition to those mentioned above?
Radiation in licensed area requires authorization from the license holder (i.e. an operator) to avoid harmful interference without authorization. However how the operator will verify that the HNB is in the geographical region specified in their license area is open issue and out of RAN4 scope.
2. How accurate does the solution for providing Home NodeB/eNodeB location need to be, e.g. for the case of Spectrum licensing regulations and emergency services respectively?
Radiation in licensed area requires authorization from the license holder (i.e. an operator) to avoid harmful interference without authorization. However, the requested operator's territory by the condition is large area, for example region or country. In addition, the requirement of localization service should be the scope of SA1 and the method for localization should be scope of RAN2. However RAN4 would like to be informed about the study results on the issues from SA3 and other WGs.
3. Whether the authorization of Home NodeB/eNodeB based on its location is always required, or just required in some special cases?
RAN4 think authorization for Home NodeB is necessary. According to current RAN4 working assumption, the HNB shall not transmit without authorization. The following conditions for authorization are mentioned during RAN4 discussion:
· HNB location

· communication link between HNB and HNB operator

· HNB identity.

· other FFS

However how the above conditions are verified is open issue and out of RAN4 scope.

It should be clarified home location which condition authorization for Home NodeB will depend on means that HNB can technically only be operated if its current location is within the operator's license area. That is the current RAN4 working assumption. Generally the operator's license area means the large area, for example region or country. However the detailed technique and solution for authorization are out of RAN4’s scope and should be studied and decided by the corresponding Working Group. 

RAN4 would like to be kept informed by SA3 on the progress of its work.
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
