Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Primary mechanical mode: the mode that is most often used during a call beside the head. Other mechanical modes are secondary. Every terminal has at least one primary mechanical mode.
PDA/Hand-Held mode: the mode that is commonly used in a single-handed grip configuration, with or without the other hand in proximity to the device during the call.  

Gaming mode: the mode that is commonly held in a two-handed grip, typically with the thumbs over control points on the device, while communication is active.

Body mode: the mode that is commonly used in a body-worn configuration where the communication antenna(s) are in proximity to the human torso, while communication is active.

Laptop mode:  the mode that is portable devices such as laptops and tablets PCs with integral antennas or connected with PCMCIA, ExpressCard, USB, and other external form-factor devices, while communication is active.
Speech position: UE used close to head phantom (Specific Anthropomorphic Mannequin).
