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1 Introduction
The current requirement associated with handover delay in LTE in TS 36.133 [1] is similar to the one specified for WCDMA in TS 25.133[2]. 
This contribution proposes that “activation time” in the requirement should be removed and the requirement should be modified accordingly due to following reason:
· RAN2 has agreed that no need has been identified for an activation time for RRC procedure [3]. The corresponding text in section 5.1.2 is quoted below:
