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Introduction

Since the Unwanted Emissions are the requirements which should be met in order to protect the other systems, and the repeater plays the similar role with NodeB, so we can take the 3GPP TS 25.105 as reference. As for occupied bandwidth, it is not applicable for repeater, because the repeater has its own operating bandwidth, it is not the same definition in TS 25.105. As for ACLR, since the gain and the noise figure will increase the inband thermal noise and the ACLR measurement will be limited by the thermal noise of the Repeater amplifier chain. ACRR will cover this requirement. So we can take the spectrum emission mask and spurious emissions as the requirement of Unwanted Emissions.
Proposal

It is proposed that the Unwanted Emissions of LCR TDD repeater should specified as defined in TS 25.105  clause 6.6.2.1 and clause 6.6.3
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
