Work Item

TSG GERAN would like to thank TSG RAN and RAN4 for providing the Work Item Description Building Block for “RF requirements for Multicarrier and Multi-RAT BS”. GERAN is looking forward to a fruitful co-operation with RAN WG4 on this new Work Item. To this purpose GERAN has created and approved a Work Item “RF requirements for Multicarrier and Multi-RAT BS, GERAN part” that is a WorkTask linked to the Work Item in RAN WG4. A Description of this Work Item is attached. The time schedules of the two Work Items are aligned.
While scheduling the Work Task, GERAN noted that some errors could be found in the Work Item Description for the Building Block in RAN WG4. The numbering of the meetings and some meeting dates seem not be in-line with current meeting calendar in 3GPP. GERAN has thus taken the liberty of correcting them according to available information in the 3GPP meeting calendar.
2.
Technical Report Skeleton

GERAN would also like to thank RAN WG4 for providing draft skeleton of the Technical report for information and review. After reviewing the provided document, GERAN noted that at current stage it is unclear what is planned to be included under some of the clauses, e.g. in 4.3 Relationship between minimum requirements and test requirements and 6.3 Output power dynamics. However, GERAN agrees to that this a good starting point for the work and gives it full support.
3.
Status report

GERAN would also like to thank RAN WG4 for providing information about the progress of the Work Item in the status report. The listed documents were briefly presented and reviewed. Some preliminary comments are given below. 
On R4-082947, "Proposed MSR operating band unwanted emission for band category 1":

· RF Bandwidth: If this is the maximum bandwidth for the equipment, how is it related to the operator frequency allocation? 
· Virtual RF Bandwidth guard band: In what sense is the guard band virtual? This means spectrum not possible to use for the operator
· Will allocation of GSM frequencies at both ends of RF Bandwidth be included in the investigation?

· Non-contiguous bands seem not to be covered. Is there a plan to consider these scenarios?
· Preference to concentrate on the two-RAT scenarios expressed
· A scenario of co-location of BS’s where operators share the same MSR is foreseen. Will this type of scenario be considered assuming that the operators have separate allocations within the RF Bandwidth?

On R4-082949, “Requirements outside the operating band for MSR”:

· The requirements for some parameters are different in GSM than in the other 3GPP Access Technologies. Specifically the proposed value for receiver blocking seems unacceptable. Support for more stringent values will be provided.
