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Within ITU-R, Working Party 5D is currently discussing the relationship between Adjacent Channel Selectivity (ACS) and Adjacent Channel Rejection (ACR) and possible ways to derive ACS from ACR. This includes liaisons with the WiMAX Forum and the IEEE.

In the discussion on the applicability of a given formula for such a derivation, a question was raised in WP 5D regarding the test condition for ACS in relationship to Section 5.1 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 and its reference to “REFSENS +14 dB” (cf. Section 7.5 in 3GPP TS 36.101 V8.0.0 (2007-12)).

We would appreciate any clarification 3GPP would be able to provide regarding the rationale for this test case of “REFSENS +14 dB”.
