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Background

For the MSR Work Item, the topic of Environmental requirements for the BS equipment was discussed at RAN4#52bis. There was one proposal to reference IEC specifications [2] and a remark made in the meeting that ETSI specifications may at some times be better references.

This text proposal introduces Environmental requirements in the MSR specification TS 37.104, including references to both IEC and ETSI specifications.

Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal is approved for TS 37.104.
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Annex B (normative): 
Environmental requirements for the BS equipment

The BS equipment shall fulfil all the requirements in the full range of environmental conditions for the relevant environmental class. The environmental conditions and class shall be from the relevant IEC specifications or the corresponding ETSI specifications listed below.

IEC specifications for environmental requirements:

IEC 60 721-3-3
"Stationary use at weather protected locations" [11]

IEC 60 721-3-4
"Stationary use at non weather protected locations" [12]

ETSI specifications for environmental requirements:

ETSI EN 300 019-1-3
"Stationary use at weather protected locations" [13]

ETSI EN 300 019-1-4
"Stationary use at non weather protected locations" [14]

Normally it should be sufficient for all tests to be conducted using normal test conditions except where otherwise stated. For guidance on the use of test conditions to be used in order to show compliance refer to TS 37.141 [10].
