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TSG RAN WG4 would like to thank ECC SE PT 42 for the LS received, and for the opportunity to provide feedback on system characteristics to be taken into account when developing technical conditions which are sufficient to avoid harmful interference in the 2 GHZ bands, specifically whether it is sufficient to consider the characteristics of UMTS/HSPA and LTE in the further work.
RAN4 would like to confirm that 3GPP specifications only exist for UMTS and LTE in the 2 GHz band. 3GPP is presently developing a set of specifications for “Multi-carrier and multi-RAT
 Base Stations”, also called MSR. The MSR specifications define RF characteristics for UMTS, LTE and UMTS+LTE operation. For operation in the 2 GHz bands, the emissions mask for an MSR BS is aligned with the UMTS mask, irrespective of the RAT of the carrier(s) transmitted.
[RAN4 would also like to inform SE42 that, at its last meeting, RAN4 accepted a change request to align the LTE spectrum emission mask with the UMTS spectrum emission mask. It is therefore sufficient to use the characteristics of UMTS/HSPA for conducting sharing studies. The conditions developed on this basis in the 2 GHz band would thus be applicable for UMTS/HSPA, LTE and MSR.] 

RAN4 hopes that the feedback provided will facilitate further work in ECC SE PT 42. 
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
