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1 Introduction

During recent RAN4 meetings, RRC connection release with redirection was extensively discussed [1~6] and one way forward was achieved in [7]. Regarding the RRC procedure delay for processing the message “RRCConnectionRelease”, there are no agreements so far and also no discussion on UTRA TDD related requirements.  
In this contribution, we give our views on the remaining issues and UTRA TDD related requirements.
2 Discussion
RRC procedure delay
Current assumptions for RRC procedure delay is 
· The RRC procedure delay for processing the message “RRCConnectionRelease” is [50-150] ms; the exact figure is FFS.
In our understanding, we have seen no big difference between Inter-RAT handover and RRC connection release with redirection to other RAT, thus the RRC procedure delay which is 50 ms defined in TS36.133 for inter-RAT handover can be reused for RRC procedure delay in RRC connection release with Redirection.
Proposal1: RRC procedure delay for RRC release with Redirection is 50ms.
RRC Connection Release with redirection towards UTRA TDD
Currently the main discussion in based on RRC Connection Release with redirection towards UTRA FDD and GERAN. However if some operators decide to perform RRC Connection Release with redirection towards UTRA TDD, the requirements and test cases for UTRA TDD should be specified also in RAN4 RRM requirements. Thus it is proposed to include UTRA TDD related requirements along with UTRA FDD and GERAN requirements. It has been concluded that the radio conditions (i.e. signal levels or aka side conditions) under which the RRC connection release with redirection requirements will be defined will be based on the enhanced cell identification requirements for UTRA FDD and GERAN [7]. It is reasonable to define UTRA TDD related requirements based on the enhanced cell identification requirements for UTRA TDD even not defined yet. This enhanced cell identification requirements for UTRA TDD is discussed in another paper in [8]. Once this enhanced cell identification requirement for UTRA TDD is specified, the corresponding RRC Connection Release with redirection towards UTRA TDD can be specified based on that.
Proposal2: The enhanced cell identification requirements for UTRA TDD should be specified.
3 Conclusions
In this contribution we have provided our views on the RRC procedure delay in RRC Connection Release with redirection. We have also proposed that enhanced cell identification requirements should be defined for UTRA TDD. 
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
