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1 Introduction

A new work item of intra-band carrier aggregation on Band 38 was approved in RAN#52 in Bratislava. The deployment scenarios and the potential impacts on RF core requirements were discussed in RAN4 #59AH [1]. Based on the analysis, it’s proposed to endorse the following CC combinations for CA-38:
· 5 MHz + 20 MHz

· 10 MHz + 20 MHz

· 20 MHz + 20 MHz

The study also finds that existing definitions of nominal channel spacing and guard band could well support the above CC combinations [2]. This paper gives the corresponding text proposals on operating bands and channel bandwidth for CA-38 based on these analyses.

5.2
Carrier frequency and EARFCN
The existing carrier frequency and EARFCN can well support the CA operation in Band 38.
5.3
CA channel bandwidth
Table 5.3-1 defines the supported E-UTRA bandwidths for intra-band contiguous CA in Band 38.  As shown, only 5, 10 and 20 MHz component carrier channel bandwidths are proposed to be supported in Band 38 carrier aggregation.
