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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 notes that a sentence was added to TS36.306 section 4.3.5.2 which states "In all non-CA band combinations the UE shall indicate a bandwidth class supporting the maximum channel bandwidth defined for the band” in the IE supportedBandInformation.
Related to this, RAN4 would like to ensure that RAN2 has a common understanding of the meaning of bandwidth class and band combinations in RAN4 specifications. Specifically:
1. Bandwidth classes and band combinations are only applicable to CA operation. 
2. Non CA E-UTRA operating bands have no bandwidth class associated with them and are defined in TS36.101 table 5.5-1. 
3. Operating bands for CA are described in table 5.5A-1 and 5.5A-2. 
4. Carrier aggregation configurations are a combination of carrier aggregation band and carrier aggregation bandwidth class and are listed in table 5.6A.1-1 and 5.6A.1-2.
Since all CA BW classes except class A indicate support for more than 1CC, RAN4 understands that the only bandwidth class which could possibly be implied by the sentence in 36.306 is class A. In this case, RF requirements would be defined by the non-CA requirements in TS36.101. RAN4 also notes that it is possible to support 2CC downlink CA, along with 1CC uplink and assumes that CA bandwidth class A would be indicated for the uplink this case.
2. Actions:
To RAN2:

RAN2 is kindly requested to note RAN4 understanding of the indication of CA bandwidth classes on a non CA band, and to consider whether any further clarification of the corresponding sentence in 36.306 would be beneficial.
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
