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1 Introduction
During RAN4 #61 meeting, documents [2], [3] and [4] on NC-4C-HSDPA have been presented and discussed. The most critical point is which UE RF architecture should be assumed when defining core requirements: single or dual receiver architecture.

In this paper it is proposed a way forward on UE RF requirements definition for NC-4C-HSDPA taking into account the points discussed at the meeting session and the submitted contributions.
2 Proposal
The following way forward on NC-4C-HSDPA is proposed:

Proposal: Dual receiver architecture  is adopted as a working assumption to define UE RF core requirements for NC-4C-HSDPA. Before finally approving baseline architecture(s) companies  may provide contributions  in RAN4#62 to show potential issues with dual receiver architecture, for instance related to 2 LO’s placed close (e.g. 10MHz) to each other. 
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
