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1. Introduction

During RAN4# 60 BIS there was discussion about adding a Band 26 Ad-hoc meeting in January to progress the work on Band 26. The current RAN4 schedule contains one RAN4 meeting between the end of RAN4#61 (November) and the January RAN plenary.  This doesn’t leave enough time to complete the Band 26 coexistence work and agree on the Band 26 CR’s to submit to RAN plenary in March.

Sprint, SouthernLINC,  and other operators are targeting a completion date of March 2012.  

There are six remaining issues that need to be resolved before Band 26 can be approved. These are: 

1) Coexistence with APAC 700

2) Coexistence with Narrow Band Systems in the 806-824 MHz range

3) Coexistence with Narrow Band Systems in the 851-859 MHz range

4) Coexistence with Band 27 (e850_LB)

5) Discuss LO leakage and IQ image suppression requirements for bands below 1 GHz. 

6) Approve the CR’s needed to submit Band 26 to RAN Plenary for approval. 

2. Proposed Agenda and scope for the Band 26 ad-hoc
The proposed scope and agenda for this ad-hoc is limited to items 1-5 shown above and to discuss the draft CR’s for band 26. The focus of the ad-hoc is to finalize remaining UE requirements.

Agenda:

1) Discuss and agree on the AMPR and NS requirements needed to meet OOBE targets tentatively set during RAN4 #61.  (AMPR simulations should show current requirements along with the effect of different LO leakage and IQ image suppression targets)
a. Coexistence with APAC 700

b. Coexistence with Narrow Band Systems in the 806-824 MHz range

i. Coexistence with narrow band systems operating between 806-813.5 MHz

ii. Coexistence with narrow band systems operating between 806-816 MHz

c. Coexistence with Band 27 (e850_LB)

d. Coexistence with Narrow Band Systems in the 851-859 MHz range

2) Discuss LO leakage and IQ image suppression requirements for bands below 1 GHz. 

3) Develop / discuss draft CR’s for Band 26.
