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Background and discussion
In this paper, text for Out-of-band blocking requirements is proposed based on the contributions in [2], [3] and [4].

Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposals are included in the MB-MSR Work Item TR [1].

Out-of-band blocking

The out-of-band blocking characteristics are measures of the receiver ability to receive a wanted signal at its assigned channel in the presence of an unwanted interferer outside the operating band. The out-of-band blocking requirements in TS37.104 include a general requirement and co-location requirements.
For a multi-band BS receiver, a joint exclusion of all operating bands would apply for the out-of-band blocking requirement. The implication is that for a BS with a multi-band receiver and a wanted signal received in one band, the interfering signal positions defined for all operating bands supported by the BS as listed in Table 7.4.1-1 of TS 37.104 should be excluded from the out-of-band blocking requirement..
