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1. Overall Description:

RAN has recently decided to mandate the use of CRS-IC for Rel-11 UEs. RAN 4 has discussed whether there is the need to define performance requirements in Rel-11 for CoMP which require the use of CRS-IC for scenario 3 (for non colliding CRS). Because of time constraints, one proposal in RAN 4 has been to define a test which requires the UE to cancel only serving cell CRSs  (SC-CRS-IC) rather than a generic interference cancellation algorithm which cancels CRS interference of the dominant interferer(s).

Hence RAN 4 discussed two options:

Option 1. Define a test in Rel-11 which requires the use of SC-CRS-IC. A comprehensive analysis will be conducted in Rel-12 in order to define requirements based on dominant interferers CRS-IC. 

Option 2. Do not define a test in Rel-11 which requires the use of SC-CRS-IC. A comprehensive analysis will be conducted in Rel-12 in order to define requirements based on dominant interferers CRS-IC.

RAN 4 did not reach agreement on which option to consider and the need for system level analysis in order to understand whether SC-CRS-IC provides gains in typical CoMP deployment scenarios was evocated.
RAN 4 thinks that system level analysis on potential benefits of the use of SC-CRS-IC in typical CoMP deployment scenarios is under the responsibility of RAN 1 and RAN 4 respectfully asks RAN 1 feedbacks on whether RAN 4 needs to define a test which mandates the UE to cancel SC-CRS interference and under which typical deployment scenario gains can be observed.
To RAN1:
ACTION: 

RAN 4 thinks that system level analysis on potential benefits of the use of SC-CRS-IC in typical CoMP deployment scenarios is under the responsibility of RAN 1 and RAN 4 respectfully asks RAN 1 feedbacks on whether RAN 4 needs to define a test which mandates the UE to cancel SC- CRS interference and under which typical deployment scenario gains can be observed.
