Justification

In current RAN4 carrier aggregation work, a generic inter-band case has been used to carry out the study of the RF requirements for inter-band carrier aggregation. Many aspects of RF performance and inter-mod analysis are band-specific and require to be evaluated for a real carrier aggregation band combination. In china, Band 39 was allocated to TD-SCDMA and can update to TD-LTE smoothly further. In some regions, operators can get large chunk of spectrum in Band 42, it can improve the system throughput and Band 39 can provide improved coverage. To meet the increasing market demands in downlink operation bandwidth, this work item presents a three band downlink (3DL) and single band uplink (1UL) carrier aggregation.

It is proposed to start a 3GPP RAN4 Work Item to specify band combination of three downlink LTE carrier aggregations for Band 39, Band 42 and Band 42(contiguous).
