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1. Introduction
In the RAN#67, a way forward [1] on the procedure to clarify which band(s) shall be required to be mandatorily supported as PCell by the UE supporting certain CA combinations. Accordingly, in the last RAN4#74BIS, there were several contributions on this topic. One of the contribution touches PCell support request for intra band contiguous and non-contiguous CA as shown in [2]. There was, however, not enough time to discuss this aspect. In this contribution, we specifically discuss handling of intra band contiguous CA and non-contiguous CA in terms of PCell support.
2. Intra contiguous CA with 1 UL
In our understanding, the interpretation of the request from the proponent of [2] is shown in Figure 2-1.
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Figure 2-1: Interpretation of the request for PCell support for Intra contiguous CA in [2]
As can be seen in the above Figure 2-1, from capability point of view, the both cases are the same.
· Observation 1: From capability point of view, there is no clear division between case 1 and case 2.
· Case 1: PCell is located at the lower side.

· Case 2: PCell is located at the upper side.

In addition, the current TS36.101 has already reflected the requirements to deal with the both cases

· Observation 2: TS36.101 has already dealt with the both cases.

From the Observation 1 and 2, we propose the following.

· Proposal 1: PCell support for pure intra band contiguous CA with 1UL should be mandatory regardless of the arrangement of PCell and SCell.
· Note that if the proposal 1 is not true, eNB or operators cannot not know how to schedule intra band contiguous CA capable UEs.
3. Intra non-contiguous CA with 1 UL
In [2], there were requests for several intra band non-contiguous CA with 1UL where it was proposed that PCell support for all component carriers should be supported by UE. We elaborate PCell support for intra band non-contiguous CA by using CA_1A-1A as one of the examples as shown in Figure 3-1.
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· Figure 3-1: Interpretation of the request for PCell support for Intra non-contiguous CA in [2]
The same story discussed in Section 3 is applied to this case. That means the Observation 1 and 2 provided in Section 3 are also applied. Thus, we can derive the following proposal.
· Proposal 2: PCell support for pure intra band non-contiguous CA with 1UL should be mandatory regardless of the arrangement of PCell and SCell.
· Note that if the proposal 2 is not true, eNB or operators cannot not know how to schedule intra band non-contiguous CA capable UEs in their network.

4. Conclusion
In this contribution, we discussed PCell support handling pure intra band contiguous and non-contiguous CA cases. As a result, we propose the followings. 
· Proposal 1: PCell support for pure intra band contiguous CA with 1UL should be mandatory regardless of the arrangement of PCell and SCell positions.

· Note that if the proposal 1 is not true, eNB or operators cannot not know how to schedule intra band contiguous CA capable UEs in their network.

· Proposal 2: PCell support for pure intra band non-contiguous CA with 1UL should be mandatory regardless of the arrangement of PCell and SCell positions.
· Note that if the proposal 2 is not true, eNB or operators cannot not know how to schedule intra band non-contiguous CA capable UEs in their network.
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
