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1 Introduction

There have been some discussions on the definition of the receiver when applied to the AAS and which parts of the system are to be included in the definition, particularly when dealing with the OTA receiver requirements.

In the RAN4#75 AAS Ad-hoc in Venice a number of definitions were endorsed to help clear up the issues.
This TP takes the endorsed statements from the ad-hoc chairman’s notes and captures them in the TR.

2 Discussion
The following statements were endorsed:

1) Combiners (however implemented) is part of AAS BS

2) Demodulator is part of AAS BS

(3) Requirements are set on AAS BS 

4) OTA sensitivity Requirement is implementation independent

5) The term product (or AAS BS product) relates to implementation, we are specifying requirements on an AAS BS

On inspection of the existing TR text some of these issues are already covered, however as the discussion was still being had in the meeting time then the current text is perhaps not clear enough.
The current text states:

The OTA sensitivity requirement applies to the AAS base station operating as a system; i.e. including combining of received signals from all active receivers

This seems to cover points 1 and 3.

Point 5 was included as some discussion was around the AAS product. The statement was to reinforce that the specification should not include references to product, the statement requires not additional text to the TR.

The suggested change is as follows:

The OTA sensitivity requirement applies to the AAS base station operating as a system; i.e. including combining of received signals from all active receivers. Hence


Combiners (however implemented) are considered part of the AAS BS


Demodulators are considered part of the AAS BS

The OTA requirement is implementation independent.
