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1 Introduction
In [1] we evaluate the CSI performance under the agreed SFN channel model and observe that the reported CQI would depend mainly on the SINR and be independent of propagation conditions in the SFN channel when the advanced algorithm is used, i.e., given a certain SINR the reported CQI will be distributed within a limited range when UE moves from one RRH to the others, while the reported CQI of the legacy UE would highly depend on the varying propagation conditions, i.e., given a SINR the distribution of reported CQI will be across the very large range. The above observations were obtained based on the simulation in the normalized SFN channel model. So we propose to consider the new CQI definition test especially for the UE using the advanced algorithm.
But according to the discussion in the SI, there are mainly three potential solutions proposed for the enhancement of downlink performance in the SFN channel. And for each one the different CSI test should be considered. So we would like to propose to postpone the CSI test discussion in the following up WI phase combined with and after the discussion of the corresponding demodulation requirements.
2 Discussion and proposals
For the high speed performance enhancement, there will be no new CSI measurement or reporting scheme being introduced. The possible change of CSI requirements would include the new channel model and maybe the verification of the advanced receiver algorithm for frequency tracking and channel estimation. According to the initial analysis for the advanced receiver in [1], the modified CQI definition test would be needed. And for the other solutions, the channel model would be changed from the perspective of UE, and in order to guarantee the system performance the new CSI requirement may need to be considered.
In our view, it would be better to discuss the CSI test combined with the detailed design on the performance requirements for different solutions. And from our perspective, the main target of this study item is to identify the new scenarios and issues under all kinds of high speed scenarios. What and how the performance requirements will be introduced would be the objective of the following-up work item.
Based on the above discussion, we propose that
· Proposal 1: The new CSI requirements need to be considered for the candidate solutions to enhance the downlink performance under the high speed scenarios.
· Proposal 2: Postpone the discussion related to CSI requirements in the following up WI phase.
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
