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1 Introduction
In RAN4#77 the core requirements reached 98% completion [1], and a plan [2] was agreed for completion of the conformance requirements. In order to achieve the timescales in the plan it is important that TS text for some of the requirements start to be approved at this meeting, to do so we also need to agree the TS skeleton.

A skeleton for the structure of the conformance specification was presented for approval [3]. Which proposed using a 2 part structure as a means for dealing with the expected large size of the document.

In order to ensure that such a 2 part structure was handled correctly it has been suggested that the core specifically states that both parts are necessary.

This TP adds text to section 4.2 so that it is clear in the core requirement that both parts of the conformance specification are required.

4.2        Relationship between minimum requirements and test requirements

Conformance to the present specification is demonstrated by fulfilling the test requirements specified in the conformance specification TS37.145, part 1 and part 2. 
The Minimum Requirements given in this specification make no allowance for measurement uncertainty. The test specification  [13] defines test tolerances. These test tolerances are individually calculated for each test. The test tolerances are used to relax the minimum requirements in this specification to create test requirements. For some requirements, including regulatory requirements, the test tolerance is set to zero.

The measurement results returned by the test system are compared - without any modification - against the test requirements as defined by the shared risk principle. The shared risk principle is defined in ITU-R M.1545 [X2].
