	RRM inter-RAT testing – Test case complexity
· One of the MBMS RRM test cases A.5.6.3 (Cell re-selection during an MBMS session, one UTRAN inter-frequency and 4 GSM cell present in the neighbour list) in TS 25.133 has 4 GSM cell active simultaneously. 

· The currently defined number of GSM cells raises the concern on the test equipment complexity required for the test. Since the cell reselection delay requirement is directly affected by the number of GSM cells, it may be difficult for RAN5 to find a solution to the issue raised.

· Therefore, RAN5 believe it would be more appropriate for RAN4 to discuss and also look into the possible reduction of the number of GSM cells for the test.

	Reply LS to RAN WG5 on statistical requirement for phase discontinuity

· RAN5 asked RAN4 to re-consider the need for a statistical minimum requirement for HSDPA phase discontinuity given that all other transmitter requirements are expressed as hard limits.

· RAN4 stated that the statistical nature of the minimum requirements were understandable. However, since the UE performance is measured before the fading, the underlying UE performance is likely to be quite predictable and therefore testable using more traditional transmitter performance methods. At the last RAN4#40 there were no progress on this issue and proposed to discuss in a joint session.

· RAN5 would like to know if RAN4 have considered phase discontinuity requirements being expressed as hard limits.
