Introduction
At the RAN5#36 meeting RAN5 received the LS in R5-072311 (CAG-07-175r1) from GCF CAG on Split of RRM test case 8.7.3C between R99 and Rel-5. In the LS GCF CAG asked RAN5:

1. To confirm if the approach proposed by GCF CAG to use test case 8.7.3C for GCF Certification of Rel-5 devices until 8.7.3D gets validated and included in GCF certification scheme is acceptable.


2. To consider adding a note to RRM test case 8.7.3C in TS 34.121-2 to make it applicable for Rel-5 devices supporting FDD until 8.7.3D have been validated and included in appropriate certification schemes.


3. To consider introducing the concept of transition period (6 months), where appropriate, when splitting test to avoid interfering with active certification schemes.

Discussion
2.1
Feedback on GCF requests

Feedback on item 1:

RAN5 agrees to the GCF proposed approach that test case 8.7.3C can be used for Rel-5 UEs until 8.7.3D gets validated. There were concerns raised in RAN5 that the use of 8.7.3C on Rel-5 UEs may un-fairly fail or pass. However, RAN5 understands that GCF has a process to handle exceptions for the case a test case un-fairly fail a compliant UE (downgrading); and RAN5 would agree that it is better to use 8.7.3C for Rel-5 UEs than not have any testing at all for the UE transmitted power requirement until test case 8.7.3D becomes validated. 

Feedback on item 2:

At the RAN5#36 meeting there was a CR agreed in R5-072367 to TS 34.123-2. The CR added the following note to the applicability statement for test case 8.7.3C:

“For a transition period until RAN5#38, test case 8.7.3C may be used for testing Rel-5 and later release UEs. After that date test case 8.7.3D shall be used.” 

This will give test industry a transition time until 1st of February 2008 for getting test case 8.7.3D validated.

Feedback on item 3:

RAN5 agrees to use the concept of having a transition period of 6 months when splitting test cases to avoid interfering with active certification schemes. This need however to be considered from case to case and will be dependent on the nature of the changed requirement for different releases of the standard. RAN5 will keep GCF and PTCRB informed when variants of existing test cases are introduced in RAN5 test specifications.

Information about split of test case at RAN5#36

RAN5 would like to inform GCF and PTCRB on the splitting of the following test cases:
· 7.7.1 in TS 34.121-1 (Demodulation of DCH in Inter-Cell Soft Handover) between Rel-5 and earlier releases (7.7.1) and for Rel-6 and later releases (new test case 7.7.1A). 
· 8.6.2.1 in TS 34.121-1 (FDD interfrequency measurements / Correct reporting of neighbours in AWGN propagationcondition) between Rel-5 and earlier releases (8.6.2.1) and for Rel-6 and later releases (new test case 8.6.2.1A).

· 8.6.2.2 in TS 34.121-1 (FDD inter frequency measurements - Correct reporting of neighbours in fading propagation condition) between Rel-5 and earlier releases (8.6.2.2) and for Rel-6 and later releases (new test case 8.6.2.2A).

RAN5 understanding is that certification of Rel-6 devices is not yet active in neither GCF nor PTCRB and thus the RAN5 assumption is that there is no need to have any transition period for 7.7.1A, 8.6.2.1A and 8.6.2.2A.
