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1. Overall Description:

CSG proximity detection function was introduced in Rel-9 to allow the UE to notify the network when it is near a CSG or hybrid cell whose CSD ID is in the UE’s CSG whitelist. This function was captured both in Stage-2 (TS 25.367 for UTRA, TS 36.300 for E-UTRA) and Stage-3 (TS 25.331 for UTRA, TS 36.331 for E-UTRA) specifications. 
RAN5 discussed the opportunity to test the proximity detection function. It was acknowledged that, while different methods can be adopted by the UE to improve the detection of proximity of a CSG cell in particular radio scenarios it is essential that a generic environment should be defined that can be used for conformance testing of all UEs supporting the feature. 

RAN5 has concluded that in order to introduce a basic test scenario relying on RF conditions (e.g. with “RF fingerprint” based on macro cells), which can ensure the testability of consistent behaviour across UEs, minimum performance requirements need to be specified in RAN4. 
2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG RAN WG4.

ACTION:  RAN5 kindly asks RAN4 to specify minimum UE performance requirements to enable RAN5 to test the proximity detection function as described above.
