Dear Mr. Kevin Holley,

Thank you very much for sharing the 3GPP Digital Rights Management Requirements Specification.  The specification is very informative.  We observe a number of common theme and challenges with TVAF.  We also appreciate your interests in our Phase Two activities.
Our objective for the liaison relationship with 3GPP is to facilitate interchange of content, metadata, and rights information between the TVA domain and the mobile devices.  Specifically we are considering the following two activities:

First, the TVAF RMP, Rights Management and Protection, Group is developing Digital Rights Management requirements and specifications.  We would like to exchange requirements and specifications, and to collaborate with our counterpart at 3GPP to harmonize the specifications.  We have learned that 3GPP and OMA are going through a harmonization process.  As a result, Digital Rights Managements specification development might be convened at OMA instead of 3GPP.  Please advise when the decision is finalized, and whether 3GPP or OMA is the best contact for mobile DRM specifications.

Second, the TVAF Metadata group has adopted a portable user profile based on the MPEG-7 UserPreference DS.  This Metadata covers a wide range of broadcast and on-line content.  It is intended to be portable between multiple devices, possibly including mobile devices.  We are interested in exchanging requirements and collaborating with 3GPP if you have a comparable activity. 

Your kind consideration regarding the above requests is most appreciated.
