This paper presents the Stage 2 WLAN specification 3GPP TS 23.234. The 3GPP WLAN subsystem provides bearer services for connecting a 3GPP subscriber via WLAN to IP based services compatible with those offered via PS domain.

Update of the scope of the TS. The scope of the TS is now as follows:

“This document specifies system description for interworking between 3GPP systems and WLAN Local Area Networks (WLANs). The intent of 3GPP - WLAN Interworking is to extend 3GPP services and functionality to the WLAN access environment.. 
This specification defines a 3GPP system and procedures for the following functionalities:

-
Provide the interworking WLAN with a means of Access, Authentication and Authorisation (AAA) through the 3GPP System, which allows WLAN UEs to access WLAN and the locally connected IP network (e.g. Internet)
-
Provide WLAN UEs with IP bearer capability to access PS based services which are provided by PLMN.”
Completion of work on:

1) Network selection

2) W-APN resolution and tunnel establishment mechanism for Scenario 3

3) User profile information

4) Architecture for support of SMS

5) Informative descriptions of routing mechanisms within the WLAN for Scenario 3

6) Informative description of deployment architecture for re-use of existing GGSN infrastructure for WLAN access

7) Full details of end-to-end message flows

Outstanding issues:

SA2 does not believe there are any outstanding issues which should delay the approval of the TS by TSG-SA. Further input to this work, for example from the GSM Association, can be taken into account through the normal Change Request process.
