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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has addressed during the Povoa de Varzim meeting #29 the issue raised by a SA3 LS S1-050772 regarding 2G GBA, and the following conclusions were made:

If SA3 believes it can provide a solution for 2G GBA that will provide adequate security features to protect the 3GPP system from known attacks then some companies in SA1 feel that it would be beneficial to develop this feature for Rel-7. 

Note: Due to the reduced security of 2G GBA, it should be considered as a different feature from 3G GBA.

There is a rather more fundamental policy question that needs to be solved, namely how long will 3GPP continue to rely on the security levels offered by legacy SIMs, i.e. 2G GBA, when the standardization work for the SIM has been considered to be complete and frozen since Rel-4. 

2. Actions:

SA1 asks SA3 group to take the above-mentioned conclusions into account with the development of 2G GBA.

SA1 asks SA group to clarify the policy if services that utilize SIMs instead of USIMs should be considered for Rel-7 and beyond?
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
