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3GPP TSG-SA would like to thank WiMAX Forum NWG for their Liaison Statement on relationship between 3GPP and WiMAX Forum.
3GPP TSG-SA would like to inform WiMAX Forum that, according to existing 3GPP procedures, no formal liaison can take place before it has been agreed by the 3GPP Project Co-ordination Group (PCG). In our September meeting, 3GPP TSG-SA have decided to send such a request to PCG, so that this request will be discussed in the next PCG meeting, to be held on October 6th-7th, and feedback will be available soon.

Meanwhile we would like to inform you that all the agreed and ongoing 3GPP specifications are publicly available on our website http://www.3gpp.org, so that for the benefit of WiMAX Forum progress we invite you to use this publicly available information in order to ensure compatibility between 3GPP and WiMAX Forum.

In particular, we suggest WiMAX Forum can initially focus on the work done for WLAN-3GPP Interworking, most of which should be applicable to interworking with WiMAX NWG specifications. The corresponding specifications are TS 22.234 (stage 1), TS 23.234 (stage 2), TS 24.234 and 29.234 (stage 3), 32.352 (charging), 33.234 (security).

Also of potential interest to the WiMAX Forum NWG is System Architecture Evolution, where inter-system mobility management is currently discussed. However this work only started recently, and the corresponding feasibility study is not ready to be publicly available yet.

3GPP TSG-SA will be happy to co-ordinate further with you in the future, once the formal liaison is agreed by our Project Co-ordination Group.
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
