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Abstract of document:

The document covers the requirements of Personal Network Management (PNM), in which the requirements have been presented in two phases, Simple PNM and Advanced PNM. Simple PNM covers the requirements for multiple UE management, and Simple PNM may not aware of devices attached to the UEs. Advanced PNM covers the requirements of Personal Area Network (PAN) and Personal Network (PN), and may be aware of devices attached to the UE. The document also provides additional use cases to supplement the understanding of the document.
Contentious Issues:

Use case where an ME is able to gain direct connectivity to the network, after initial authentication from a UE. This use case has been presented to the SA3 for comments;
Description of the functionality split scenario:

TEs/MEs, which don’t have/require a USIM, may have the need to access services provided by the PLMN or to communicate with another entity through the PLMN. These TEs/MEs must be authenticated and authorized by using the USIM of a physically separated device (i.e., a single USIM authority is shared with other TEs/MEs).

In accordance with the 3GPP definitions the MEs have their own 3GPP radio access means, which allows them to directly access the PLMN. The TEs can access 3GPP services indirectly, through the UE.
