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Abstract of document:

The Convergent Multi-Media Conference service enables a multi-party conversation with multimedia including audio, video, message and various data and applications. The present document studies the requirements for Convergent Multi-Media Conference (CMMC) service in IMS.  Specifically, the objective of this study item is to:

a)
Identify features of IMS multimedia conferencing, and describe use cases that illustrate the service requirements for IMS multimedia conferencing. 

b)
Identify the IMS requirements for multimedia conferencing services

c)
Identify possible routes to standardization
Changes since last presentation to SA Meeting #<N>:

- none -  (presented for first time)
Outstanding Issues:

Some sections are still empty: Charging, Security, Interworking, Roaming,
Editor’s notes need to be addressed and removed.

Contentious Issues:

Two different views were expressed on how to continue further standardization work on CMMC: 

(a) to continue further standardization work in 3GPP, based on the fact that in Rel-7 3GPP had developed conferencing capabilities for IMS (requirements in TS 22.228, architecture in TS 23.228, protocols in TS 24.147). In addition it is understood that TISPAN is working on enhancements of IMS based conferencing.  This work is expected to be continued in 3GPP.

Or

(b) to continue further standardization work in OMA, based on the fact that OMA has already developed such conferencing capabilities in PoC v 2 that could be enhanced. In addition OMA currently is working on Converged IP Messaging (CPM), focussing on a consistent user experience of messaging-, voice- and video services for groups.
This needs to be clarified in the final version of the TR.
