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	As specified in S2-084470 agreed on SA2#66 Meeting,

1. When credit re-authorization triggers are received that can not be monitored by the PCEF then the PCEF shall inform the PCRF of the requested triggers and await the acknowledgement before the credit authorization procedure may be considered to be completed. 

2. When event triggers are provisioned to the BBERF then the BBERF shall report the associated parameter values in the response back to the PCRF.
3. When the PCRF receives the acknowledgement from the BBERF over Gxx it shall notify the PCEF that the requested event triggers have been installed and forward the associated parameters to the PCEF
However, the roaming scenario should take into consideration. For example in the Home Routed case, where the BBERF located in the V-PLMN, that means the performance of step 2 and 3 is depended on whether the V-PLMN deploys the PCC or not.
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	Add the description that 

1. PCRF judge whether the V-PLMN supports PCC or not;

2. When the PCRF confirms the V-PLMN does not support PCC, it shall notify the PCEF the requested event triggers can not be monitored.
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	The PCEF will not work correctly when a Gateway control session is used in the  V-PLMN where has not deployed the PCC.

Annex X : Limited PCC Deployment (normative)
In roaming scenarios in which the PCC is deployed in the HPLMN but not the VPLMN, and a GW(BBERF) is used:

- HPCRF and OCS shall detect based on local configuration according to roaming agreements that the event reporting is restricted. The OCS shall not set re/authorization triggers which would require event reporting that can not be generated.
