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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG-SA thanks ITU-T for its liaison soliciting information on 3GPP’s activities in the area of mobility for NGN. 3GPP has developed two complementary approaches for providing mobility within NGN. The two approaches are:

· Common IMS: Mobility based on the use of the IMS architecture within and between IP connectivity networks.

· EPS (Evolved Packet System): IP layer mobility within and between accesses.

Common IMS was specified as part of Rel 7 and was further elaborated during Rel 8. EPS was specified as part of Rel 8.
