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1. Background

SA#45 has discussed SP-090633. This document presented a performance evaluation of CSFB call set-up time for CSFB to GERAN/UTRAN. The performance evaluation highlighted longer call set-up than the "native" GERAN/UTRAN call set-up. 
Although SA were not able to judge the correctness of the performance figures, several companies agreed that a call set-up time longer than GSM/UMTS R99 CS calls will impact the end-user experience and their perceptions of LTE voice quality. 
Additionally SA#45 have been made aware that RAN is working on improving the radio access measurement aspects but this work is considered independent and complementary to possible enhancements of the Core Network aspects.
2. Way Forward
It is proposed that SA2 is allowed to work on producing technically correct and technically acceptable Rel-9 CRs to improve CSFB call setup time. Additionally it should be assessed whether required stage 3 work can be completed by TSG#47(March 2010). Decision on formal approval of such CRs and their inclusion to Rel-9 specs will be made at SA#46.
