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Abstract of the contribution: This discussion paper supports the SA1 analysis on and prioritization of Release 11 MTC requirements for a set of practical capabilities for the near term.
Introduction

There has been much discussion of features and scenarios for MTC Devices, the applications running on them, addressing options and related aspects. There is significant range and complexity in the MTC features under discussion, even with the prioritization that has already been done. Many of the features and scenarios sunder discussion are esoteric
 and complex. There is a significant problem with the number of SA2 meeting slots that can be allocated to MTC per the comments made by the SA2 Chairman at SA #52 as well as within SA2. There is extensive discussion in SA2 on the requirements coming from SA1 with respect to their scope and extent, and their potential impacts on 3GPP network architecture, procedures, and processing and signalling loads.

Simplification and focus are needed.

Discussion

The current situation led KDDI to conduct a review of real market needs for the near term. This led to a series of contributions to SA1 #55 (8-12 August 2011, Dublin, Ireland.) There was broad resonance within SA1 with the material presented by KDDI.

The discussions led to a number of simplifications and refinements of SA1 requirements related to MTC. A key item is highlighted in an SA1 liaison to SA and SA2 with an attached CR:

· S1-112399 (SA1) LS on MTC Group-Based Triggering
(A related requirement that needs to be handled in SA2 is small data transmissions. A separate liaison on this addressed to SA2 but not addressed to SA may be found in:

· S1-112413 (SA1) LS on Length of Small Data Transmission for MTC, Release 11)

It is not intended that SA fundamentally change the existing prioritization (addressing, identifier, device triggering and PS only) but rather that the prioritization be refined to include work on items driven by real market needs identified within the current prioritization.
Proposal

In the work planning discussions anticipated in SA #53, the supporting companies request that the above noted specific requirements within the current prioritization be given sufficient priority so that they can be included in Release 11. Inclusion of these items is not intended to limit the scope of Release 11.
