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1 Contribution
The Joint Working Groups are nearing completion of their first set of deliverables. The contribution proposes a way to handle the disposition of those documents. The proposal addresses to topics, first how to get the documents in to 3GPP SA5 and TM Forum and second how to coordinate any ongoing changes. 

1. How to the documents into 3GPP SA5 and TM Forum

The proposal is to have the team lead of each of the teams producing the documents submit the documents produced by the team to 3GPP SA5 and TM Forum as a Contribution declaring that no IPR was declared during the production of the documents. This approach has the advantage of being consistent with the processes of both organizations and allowing each of the organizations to legally prepare derived works based on the contributions. It is recognized that the team leads are not in a position to guarantee that no IPR will ever be declared against the documents but can merely state none was declared in the creation of the documents. For the TM Forum this is not different than our current bylaws so it is acceptable. It is hoped this will be acceptable to 3GPP SA.
When the NGMN NGCOR proposed Multi-SDO work begins it is proposed that these final documents be submitted to NGMN as initial input to that effort. Timing of that submission is a matter for discussion.

2. Coordinating any ongoing changes

It is envisioned that the NGMN NGCOR Multi-SDO work will ultimately provide the governance processes for the jointly developed work. However, it recognized there is a timing issue/gap.  Therefore it is proposed to have the Joint Working Group Steering Team continue to meet on an ad hoc basis over the first few months the documents are being processed by the respective organizations (or until such time the Multi-SDO work begins) to coordinate any changes identified in the review and processing of the final documents by 3GPP and TM Forum. Both 3GPP SA5 and the TM Forum will agree to notify the JWG Steering Team of any changes or any required questions for clarification and the JWG Steering Team will coordinate any future work required by the Joint Working Groups to consider those changes or address questions.

After the documents have gone through initial processing and the work has stabilized (no exact timeframe on this), the Steering Team will disband and notifications of proposed changes or results of work based on the final documents will be conducted through existing Liaison and Work Register processes until such time as the NGMN NGCOR Multi-SDO processes are in place. 

Comments and suggestion on how to improve this recommendation and suggestions are welcome.
