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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA thanks SA WG5 for the LS on formal aspects to be considered for the 3GPP - TM Forum Joint Working Groups and the related TMF document "Contribution to the 3GPP/TM Forum Joint Working Group Steering Team on Handling of Final Documents".
SA discussed the possibilities to allow 3GPP to use the results of the Joint Working Groups. It was decided that the output should be brought to 3GPP as contributions by the 3GPP member companies involved in the Joined Working Group. The intention of the companies participating to the Joint Working Group is to publish this without modification as 3GPP permanent document (e.g. Technical Report). Subsequently impacted specifications might be updated accordingly.

Would subsequently changes be required this should be done by dedicated joined workshops between 3GPP and TMF. In 3GPP it is the intent of the interested companies to ensure that the specifications remain aligned.
It was believed that this process should minimize legal complication. However this should be confirmed by legal experts. Therefor ETSI legal expert will form an opinion and subsequently have recommendations approved by the PCG, latest to PCG#28 (26.4.2012) but hopefully earlier using email approval. Equally interested member companies are invited to confirm legal aspects.TM Forum will be informed about the process 
TSG SA thanks the Joint Working Groups for the work they have been doing and hopes that the output documents can be delivered according to schedule.
