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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA thanks OMA DM WG for its query regarding M2M device classification and relevant standards under development in 3GPP TSGs. 
3GPP has undertaken standardization of a number of features on the basis of requirements and use cases of relevance to machine-type communication. These features, as they have been included in 3GPP technical specifications are all however general features that can be implemented for any User Equipment. These features are not specific to machine-type devices and may not be required for all machine-type devices either.  In its work, 3GPP has taken account of the fact that it is possible to consider a device which sometimes acts as a machine-type device and at other times acts as a general use device.

These features are associated with configuration to provide include, amongst other capabilities:
 - NAS Signalling Low Priority
 - Extended Access Class Barring (EAB)
 - Dual Access Mode Priority (to allow override of NAS Signalling Low Priority and EAB configuration)

 - Minimum Periodic Search Timer
Please see 3GPP TS 24.368 for a description of this configuration, principally intended to enable scalability and robustness to 3GPP accesses and networks.

As this work is general in nature, 3GPP TSG SA has no specific input at this time to provide to your effort to develop an M2M device classification.
