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Introduction

This document highlights the sourcing companies' preference for Rel-12 prioritisation.
Release 12 prioritisation preference
In order to get features that are useful/deployable by operators and to meet public safety network timelines in certain European countries, it is necessary that Rel-12 is completed by the end of 2014. Hence the sourcing companies propose to keep the following items in Rel-12. 

On public safety:

(based on the feature components of ProSe and GCSE_LTE described in SP-130337)

The sourcing companies support the high priority public safety items listed by the UK Home Office in document SP-130358, in particular:
ProSe:

(B) Direct 1:many E-UTRA Communications Out of Coverage 

(D) Direct 1:many E-UTRA Communications In Coverage 

(H) UE-to-NW Relay 

Note:
"1:many" includes "1:1", where "1:1" is a subset of "1:many".

On (H) UE-to-NW Relay: Keeping the end users in contact with e.g. a control centre is very important as this enables many vital functions. This requires the use of UE-to-NW relays AND requires that the coverage provided to the Relay Node is maximised. So, in order to maximise the chances of operation with any available network (not exclusively the home network):

· the relay should be allowed to link with a base station that does not support relay-specific functionality

· the link between the relay and the network should support both UMTS and LTE
Furthermore, it is the sourcing companies' view that ProSe Discovery (all aspects) is not needed in Rel-12 and, as it will take substantial time within 3GPP to complete, should be de-prioritised from Rel-12.
GCSE_LTE:

(A) Group Management 

(B) Group Communication (TX,RX) 

(H) Resource Efficiency

(F) Service Continuity
(E) User Interaction: "changes to a GCSE Group and its membership is reflected as soon as possible" only
Note: 
The sourcing companies believe that standardisation of the Push To Talk signalling from the UE is important, but currently think that this should be tackled urgently (by SA1) as either a "feature for early implementation" in Rel-13, or a part of a "short (e.g. 12 month) Rel-13".
On MTCe-SDDTE:

The MTCe-SDDTE aspects for 'infrequent small data' remain highly contentious, and after a nearly-full analysis, agreements are highly unlikely. Hence they should be de-prioritised from Rel-12.

However specification of the issues already concluded on in TR23.887, i.e.:

· "Frequent Small Data Optimisations"

· "Overload handling and Scalability for Device Triggering" and

· "Recalling or Replacing previously submitted Trigger Messages"
should proceed.

The proposal is to use 1 session to complete the normative work for the items above and thus free up 6 sessions for Public Safety work.

On MTCe-UEPCOP:

The work on MTCe-UEPCOP is on track and should proceed within current time budgets.

Proposal
It is proposed that the items above are used to shape the 3GPP Rel-12 work to ensure on-time delivery.
