	Consequences if not included in Release 12:
	Multi-connection mode of operation will not be supported so none of the following capabilities will be available over TWAN:

(a) multiple simultaneous PDN connections; and 
(b) Non-seamless WLAN offload in parallel with one or more PDN connections.


Abstract of document:
This WI is an enhancement of Rel-11 SaMOG-WLAN solution avoiding the Rel-11 limitations (except emergency attach) by allowing impacts to the UE, although those impacts should be minimized. 
The study on requirements for SaMOG phase 2 (eSaMOG) are documented in Rel-12 TR 23.852 clause 8.1. 

In TR 23.852 clause 9.2 “Conclusions on SaMOG phase 2”, it is recommended: 

· to support single-PDN and multi-PDN UEs

· to support VMAC user plane, and 

· to support new WLCP control plane protocol as specified in TR 23.852  clause 8.2.1.1.3.2 (Solution 1) with the further clarifications as described in clause 9.2.2.

Contentious Issues:

No consensus on the transport layer for eSaMOG control plane (WLCP) for multi-connection mode
