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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution request 3GPP and SA to meet lawful interception needs (TS 33.106 modification)
Introduction 

This contribution aims at explaining the need for lawful interception requirements of location services.
Discussion

Legal systems of many countries require operators to provide active location (AL) and tracking of targets as part of overarching lawful interception regulations and warrant processes. AL systems are used as an integral part of LI systems to bring more precise or frequent location especially when the target needs to be located under exigent circumstances. 

3GPP standards (3GPP TS 22.071 (clause 1) and 3GPP TS 23.271 (clause 4.2) ) already mention such needs (e.g. the location information to support various legally required or sanctioned services.). While 22.071 / 23.271 have provided the basis for AL for LI purposes in LCS since release 99, further standardization work is required to provide a fully standardised solution (e.g., control, security, and handover (HI2/HI3) for LI, IMEI based location services, etc.) 

Since the existing network and LI standards are incomplete, the functionality and consistency of existing implementations varies considerably leading to significant uncertainty for law enforcement.

Needs and solutions were discussed at TSG SA3LI#58 and TSG SA3 LI#59. S3i150339 approved by SA3LI, provides the stage 1 LEA requirements for LCS LI which are based on the SA1 stage 1 functionality in 22.071. 

SA3LI is tasked with developing LI solutions to ensure that all 3GPP standards contain the necessary functionality to ensure that CSPs can meet LI requirements, as per SA3 terms of reference. The SA3LI CR is therefore clearly within the terms of reference and consistent with the requirements SA1 has previously agreed for LCS.
Summary and conclusion

Uses of location services for lawful interception are national security issues and are required by different national laws. As a consequence, SA is kindly asked to approve S3i-150339 to modify 3GPP TS 33.106 in order to meet those requirements and avoid any delay in stage 2 and stage 3 work.
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
