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1. Overall Description:

At SA3-LI#62BIS, SA3-LI completed work on the S8HR LI feasibility study in TR33.827. At SA#73, SA have approved the TR for publication in R14. SA kindly asks GSMA, to review the TR (attached as v1.0.0 in SP-160606.zip), and consider how to address the issues within GSMA scope identified in the evaluation and conclusion sections.
The study broadly concludes that it is possible to meet LI requirements for S8HR in the VPLMN subject to normative implementation of solutions in TR33.827 in TS33.107 and TS33.108. However, the study concludes that GSMA will need to make specific provision for LI and separately Retained Data (RD), in roaming agreements relating to use of confidentiality disabling at the IMS level and enabling over S8.
Furthermore based on current R14 SA2 and CT specifications, the S8HR LI solutions in TR33.827 either require VPLMN implementation restrictions to prevent S-GW relocation or enhancements to SA2 / CT specifications. In addition, since the P-CSCF is not explicitly aware of which S8HR connections are allowed or not allowed to use confidentiality protection, then the P-CSCF must disable confidentially protection for all served users. Therefore it would be necessary to use a dedicated P-CSCF in the HPLMN for S8HR or SA2 / CT Groups would need to enhance IMS specifications.
For R14 it is proposed that SA2 and CT specifications will be modified to include appropriate notes placing implementation restriction on S-GW and P-CSCF selection in relation to S8HR LI scenarios. For R15, 3GPP may consider enhancements if that is deemed necessary.
2. Actions:
To GSMA: Review the attached TR 33.827 v1.0.0 and confirm that GSMA has made the necessary changes to roaming agreements.
To GSMA: Provide guidance on whether implementation restrictions for S-GW and P-CSCF are acceptable or whether GSMA require enhancements to remove the restrictions. If GSMA require enhancements, in which release (R14 or R15) would GSMA prefer enhancements are made.
