Summary

The VHE adhoc#2 meeting was held on 3rd to 4th of July at Goodwood hosted by Lucent. Ten people attended the meeting. The meeting actually finished a day earlier than planned as all contributions were dealt with. The second day was used to approve output LS and minutes of the meeting.

The meeting addressed the VHE WID that was not approved at SA plenary. Siemens provided input with changes that took account of comments made by SA. This input was used as bases for further reworking of the WID. A new version of the WID can be found in Vhe ad (00) 028.

The other main discussion of the meeting was the development of User Profile. The Fujitsu contribution Vhe ad (00) 026 was used as base line document.

The CR to R00 was worked on and this was provisionally approved.

The documents approved by the adhoc group are provisional and they are subject to approval by S1 meeting in Copenhagen.

There was a proposal to have an adhoc meeting on the first day of the S1 plenary meeting. This meeting will be confirmed provided there are enough contributions.

The change is non-strategic and editorial for R99. This CR was provisionally accepted by the group as it was seen as non strategic change.  Removal of the word non generic was proposed, it was also suggested after discussion that reference to the word “generic” can also be removed as this did not add or change the requirement. 

The list of requirements for the application of the standardised interface which was defined only for generic interface is applicable in all cases that is in the case when application may or may not have knowledge of underlying service capabilities. Hence it was decided to remove the sentence that indicated that it applied to only the generic case.

The following changes were made to reflect requirement for VHE R00

 Addition of section 4.1 on services in R00 including existing toolkits and allowing the possibility for IP service capabilities from R00 onwards.

The inclusion of this sub-section was removed, and text modified to indicate that release greater that 2000 was the target with this spec.

 Deletion of section 10 on service capability features. Since for R00 VHE TS has been separated from OSA, section 10 is more OSA hence has been moved to OSA TS. 

This deletion was approved by the group.

This section references the main toolkits referred to in R99. This section is not meant to describe the toolkits in details but to summarise them or just to reference them to the respective TS. 

This section was approved to reference the toolkits however changes were made to bring out the requirement of VHE on the various service capabilities TS.

Text was added to include harmonisation requirement between MexE, USAT and VHE user profiles. OSA paragraph will be reviewed after the OSA meeting

Comments included the reasons why it needed that it added extra layer, also that this function was probably in the wrong area that it should be in the user profile area. After long discussion it was rejected and further clarification was requested.

Fujitsu Europe
This document was used as a basis to develop the user profile requirement. It was modified and the new text is in tdoc 032.

We could have one user profile then would be mapped onto MexE or CAMEL needed parameters by MexE or CAMEL mechanisms.

A basic set of services in the user profile was elaborated.

User profile associated with external VASP is stored with the external VASP, and this is not a requirement to recover it; details of this is outside 3GPP scope.

Revised Work Item Description
Seimens
Revised version with each item of the release re-shaped. Changes as follows:

· First the user profile, its format, model etc need description, then only the management of multiple profiles will be described.

· Charging was reworded.

Charging mechanisms and traceability aspects shall be available to enable the availability to record usage of network resource.

· User data responsibility / integrity will be shared between the different role players: user, VASP and operator.

· Continuity: It is continuity from the user’s perspective, this is the definition of service capabilities to allow predictable behaviours of services when moving (handover, changing from CS to PS domain, while roaming etc.). Independence of access: It is anticipated that not everything can be done in R00, but care must be taken not to preclude any future VHE standards development.
