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TSG S1 would like to thank TSG-T2 for its LS, and will try to answer the questions raised:

Q: The group has concluded that the support of the VHE concept may already be fulfilled in the case where roaming user gains direct access to the ‘home’ MMS server, allowing the receipt of notifications and the transfer of messages between the client and the server.   However, it is not clear if this model of operation will be the only way of supporting roaming. 

TSG S1 will like to support the view of T2.  

Q: Consequently, where this kind of roaming scenario is envisaged, T2 requests detailed feedback on how MMS under VHE may be achieved.

S1 can not give a detailed comment, as this is partly an implementation issue of MMS and partly concerns the general mechanism for service provisioning when roaming, which is currently under S2 consideration.

Q: Additionally, implementation of MMS network elements in OSA may require new network APIs to support, for example, access and update of user profiles, access to subscription data, address translation and selection of bearers, etc.  Therefore, T2 requests that consideration be given to the needs of MMS in the future development of APIs and that feedback be given to T2 on how it should communicate the requirements of MMS in the development of these APIs.

MMS under VHE may already be supported by the “Information Transfer” Service Capability Feature of the Open Interface Service Provision (OISP)

Other mentioned requirements (access and update of user profiles, access to subscription data and selection of bearers) are in the scope of the release 2000 workitem of OISP and input from the MMS group is welcome. Address translation is currently not in the scope of OISP.

TSG S1 has noted T2’s comments and consideration will continue to be given to MMS in future development of VHE and OISP. S1 will send stage 1 TS on VHE and OISP to T2 as soon as possible for comment.  

S1 also looks forward to working closely with T2 on these issues.
