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Introduction

At the last S1 CAMEL adhoc meeting CPH contributions were discussed (S1C000076). Siemens submitted written comments to get clarifications but also to improve the description where we felt improvement is needed.

However, due to the amount of input document to the meeting it was not possible to treat every single contribution and comment. Therefore we would like to raise CPH relevant comments during SA1#10 to accelerate the discussion and to find solutions as soon as possible before waiting for the next SA1 CAMEL adhoc meeting.

It is important to state the requirements as clear as possible to avoid misunderstanding in the further standardisation work.

Proposal

Comments on the connection of additional created parties:

Chapter 4.2 states:

“If a control relationship exists between the CSE and the IPLMN/VPLMN of the served subscriber, then at any time during the alerting, active and clearing phases of the call the CSE can instruct the IPLMN/VPLMN of the served subscriber to perform one or more of the following Call Party Handling operations:

-
Create additional parties in the call (additional parties shall be created in a held state),

-
Release an individual call party.”

Most likely the purpose is to add the additional party to the existing call. If we have a look to the description of the (re)connect procedure given in X.1.4 it is stated:

“The CSE may instruct the IPLMN/VPLMN to connect a held call party to the group at any point during the alerting and active phases of the call leg if a control relationship exists.”

It is requested to be able to create additional parties during the clearing phase! If that happens, chapter X.1.4 describes the conditions. Unfortunatly X.1.4 does not allow the connection in the clearing phase!

Proposal to X.1.4:

The sentence shall be corrected in the following way:

“The CSE may instruct the IPLMN/VPLMN to connect a held call party to the group at any point during the alerting , active and clearing phases of the call leg if a control relationship exists.”

Comment on CPH Hold and GSM SS Hold and the relevant Notification:

Due to the introduction of CPH, a “CPH Hold condition” is invented. The interaction has to be made clear. Is there one “held state” for both Hold service or two different “held states”, one for each “hold” service? Is it feasible to place party on hold by using CPH facilities out to retrieve the party by using GSM SS retrieve procedures?

For the GSM SS Hold service it is requested to notify the held subscriber(s). The form of the notification was very flexible. The superimposition of audible tones was one option. What is the reason to restrict the possible option to a tone or announcement only?

Chapter X.1.2 states:

“A notification shall be sent towards the held party indicating that the call has been placed on hold. The notification shall be a tone or an announcement.”

The above sentence shall be re-worded in the following sense:

“A notification shall be sent towards the held party indicating that the call has been placed on hold. The notification may be given in an adequate way, e.g. as a tone or an announcement or a message. It is on the desecration of the service designer to find the best suited way.”

A similar change is necessary to chapter X.1.4!

Comment on the term “connect” and/or “re-connect”

The term shall be used in a consistent manner. It is recommended to use “connect” only. Following corrections are needed to chapter X.1.4:

“X.1.4
Connecting an individual call party

The purpose of this procedure is to allow the CSE to instruct the IPLMN/VPLMN to connect an individual call party to the group.
The CSE may instruct the IPLMN/VPLMN to connect a held call party to the group at any point during the alerting and active phases of the call leg if a control relationship exists.

A notification shall be sent towards the previously held party indicating that the call has been connected. A notification shall be sent towards the other party or parties in the group indicating that an additional party has been connected to the group. The notification shall be in the form of a tone or an announcement.”
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
