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The one-day Vhe adhoc #6 meeting was held in Tempe Phoenix hosted by Motorola on the 5th of March 2001. Jumoke Ogunbekun chaired the meeting. 10 delegates attended the meeting, the attendees list is attached. 

The main discussion of the meeting was to address and make progress on the Rel-5 document, the service provisioning issue and terminal capability issues. 

1.1 Terminal Capabilities Discussion

The result of the discussion was to generate LS back to T2 in 118. The view was that all future terminals should be mandated to be capable to supply terminal capability information either spontaneously or on demand from the network. 

1.2 Service Provisioning. Discussion

It was suggested and agreed that a discussion document will be the best way forward. This discussion document will result to generation of CR to the appropriate documents. There was also comment that service provisioning may be bordering into the role of S5 and that maybe S5 should be informed of the work. There was a suggestion that these issues should be mentioned at the next SA plenary that S1 is studying service provisioning and feedback can be obtained at the SA level. The chair has taken the action of informing S1 chair to make this point at the next SA plenary.

1.3 Rel-5 discussion document.

· Report and issue outlined in the S2 report was addressed and modification made to TS (111)

· Contribution from Siemens on clarification of User Profile session was used as bases for changes to clause 7. (117)

· Contribution from BT on local services sparked discussion as to whether local services should be present both in the home environment and visited environment. This led to a majority but not an overall consensus of local service definition. Contribution is invited for next meeting to address concerns (113)

1.4 Action Points.

1) For next meeting prepare discussion document for Service Provisioning with the aim to generate CR.

2) Chair to speak to S1 chair to indicate that S1 has taken on the role of investigating service provisioning. This is with the intention of getting reaction from S5 or any other group.

3) For next meeting consider any changes if necessary to local service definitions

4) For next meeting the following are required for updates to TS:

· Update to figure 1 and some clarification on text below figure.

· Clarification needed on clause 7.6 “Default policies for user profiles”

· Improved figure 3

5) Chair to investigate availability of ETSI to host next meeting and also to find host for June meeting.

	S2 report raised a number of issues, which were used to improve the S1 Rel-5 document. The issues raised and modification are:

1) Relationship between HE-VASP and USER.

Text introduced to clearly indicate relationship might be transparent and non-transparent. See 6.3

2) Standardised interface between HE-VASP and HE.

API standardised to access user profile already indicated also text for clarification was introduced to indicate that HE or HE-VASP should use API to access user profile therefore no special standardised interface is required between HE and HE-VASP.

3) Definition of local services. This was already addressed in tdoc 113.

4) Removal of CSCF and HSS specifically in document was adjusted, CSCF was removed however HSS was maintained as an example of network database.

5) Question on whether only format and not content of user profile needs to be standardised was corrected, this is still the case but clearer text was introduced to make this clear. See 7.8

6) Fig 1 was studied and it was decided that this was still unclear from the opinion of new delegates present at the meeting and seeing the fig for the first time. The explanation and understanding within the group is clear but this is not indicated in the diagram. It was decided that delegates should provide revised diagram and text at the next meeting.

7) Figure 2 was improved according to the suggestion that was made by S2. Although the issue of having local services on both sides of the diagram was still subject to debate.

Finally on the issue of service lifecycle which was part of S2 TR, the author of the content on this decided that they would provide a revised doc into the service provisioning discussion at next meeting.

	This Tdoc raised a lot of comment on local services and the concept of introducing VHE services. 

The main issue or point of discussion was whether local services is available both in the home network and roamed to network. 

According to one camp, all services obtained in the home environment are all HE services and a subset of this may be portable as VHE services when roaming.  In the home network VASP services are obtained through HE hence this are not local services. When asked about the global URL VASP services this was seen as a Global services that can be obtained anywhere and are not really local.

Another point of view was that in the home network all services obtained are HE services as well as other services, which could be obtained e.g VASP, these VASP service are called local services or non HE services. When roaming these HE services are available as VHE services, personalisation and subset of these services are already part of HE services between the HE and user and are the user’s VHE.

Both camps agree that in visited network services that are non-HE are local services.

With this a definition of local services and HE services was introduced. Majority of the delegates agreed to this definition, however there was not an overall consensus. The chair’s conclusion was that the proposed definition will be introduced into the document and any revision should be introduced inform of contribution at the next meeting. Also since the document will be put on the VHE email exploder comments made on this changes will also be considered if there is lack of clarity.

Clause 7.4: Text added for clarification of user profile recovery and restructuring of paragraph.

Clause 7.7: Text for clarification of synchronisation of User Profile. Text added to indicate that HE has the authority and also the user has a preference about scheduling synchronisation. Editor’s note was removed.

Clause 7.8: Text was added to indicate how to identify the user profile content.

Clause 9 and 10: replacement of application with services as definition of application has been removed.
