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Summary

The two-day Vhe adhoc #7 meeting was held in the ETSI headquarters in Sophia Antipolis from the 2nd to 3rd of May 2001.  Jumoke Ogunbekun chaired the meeting. Eight delegates in total attended the meeting, the attendees list is attached. 

The main discussion of the meeting was to finalise the Rel-5 document for S1 approval and also to discuss issues on service provisioning.

Release 5 TS has been completed and a CR has been issued for S1 approval. 

The VHE group decided based on the progress of Rel-5 work to tentatively cancel the next VHE adhoc scheduled for 5th to 6th June in Sophia Antipolis. This meeting will only hold if there is a major change required to the CR for Rel-5 approval before the SA plenary. Also the group is proposing to dissolve following completion of Rel-5.

Discussion was raised on the service provisioning issue based on the Fujitsu contribution. It was decided after a lengthy discussion that the concept definition of service provisioning was not clear/uncertain and that this topic was probably broader than suggested by the contribution. It was debated that maybe a TR should be generated but this TR may overlap with work carried out in other groups such as the IMS group or S5. A way forward was to write a LS to S5 to ask them about their work area on service provisioning, and possibly reference this if appropriate or to make a proposal that this area be covered also in the IMS TR.  In any event the group decided that they should not address service provisioning. 
The following suggestion were made:

· VHE group not address service provisioning 

· IMS group to incorporate service provisioning in IMS TR following LS reply from S5. Subsequently identify service provisioning requirement in 22 series

· Guidance is requested from SA1

	This contribution was noted. It was used to raise discussion on the way forward with service provisioning. It was decided that the concept definition of service provisioning was not clear/uncertain and that this topic was probably broader than suggested by the contribution. It was debated that maybe a TR should be generated but this TR may overlap with work carried out in other groups such as the IMS group or S5. A way forward was to write a LS to S5 to ask them about their work area on service provision, and possibly reference this if appropriate or to make a proposal that this area be covered also in the IMS TR. If  the latter is the case then this contribution will form an input to the proposed section.

	Proposed changes to PSE definition to make it clearer was accepted.  In clause 4, deletion of bullet 2 was accepted redundant text. In cl. 7 modifications to user profile personalised data was accepted, the modification to user service profile was further modified based on the fact that definition exist for this in cl 3. Text in 7.3 was accepted as it was agreed that user profile couldn’t be deactivated. Also it was agreed that there is no default user profile so that text was also removed. A User Profile is chosen always. Text in 7.4 is accepted. Text in 7.5 moved from 7.8 was deleted, as this was redundant. Text highlighted in 7.7 was deleted, as this added no value to the paragraph.

The comment raised here was that this may mean that some definitions might be lengthy. The reply on this was that it did not matter provided it was logical. Hence proposal was accepted. 

Definition on OSS was missed out and this was included in clause 3. Modification was made to VASP definition to make it compatible with definition text. Section 5 was modified to list service examples once the text and definition had been removed.

Proposal to change title of fig 2 to HE and remove operator to be consistent with other parts of document was accepted. 

Proposed deletion of text underneath fig 2 was not accepted as this still captured good description of user profile, however minor modification to bullet points were accepted.

	The following were the changes that have been made to the TS with reasons:

Clause 3.1 Definitions: Editorial changes to arrange definitions in alphabetical order.  Addition of text in main body to HE-VASP, VASP. Also inclusion of definitions from main text on OSS, and standardised services. Text taken from cl 4.  Text added to PSE definition to make it clearer.

Clause 3.2 Removed FFS abbreviation not used in document.

Clause 4: Removed text referencing terminals, visited networks and subscription as this are not shown in fig 1 which text is referencing. Added text on possibly HE-VASP to clearly indicate the two types of VASP.

Fig 1: Modified to make it clearer by indicating broken line from VASP to User box to show connection to user like wise similar changes to HE box but with solid lines to indicate connection is being considered in this TS. Logical has been added to fig 1 to indicate that this is only a logical view and not an architectural view. Text has been added underneath fig 1 to clearly expalin the figure. Text to explain user profile has been moved from below fig 2 to above fig 2.

Fig 2: Changes made to the right hand column to indicate that the same non-VHE services are seen in roamed to network however this non-HE services consist of local services which may be local to roamed to network and VASP services. The word logical has also been added to title of fig 2 and HE replace operator to make it consistent with doc.

Text underneath fig 2 moved as explained above and clarification made to text to explain fig 2. 

HE-VASP, VASP and user profile definition has been moved to definition clause 3, make doc tidy.

Clause 5: Definition on Standardised services and OSS moved to cl 3. Paragraph modified to list services.

Clause 7.1:  Text added to reference fig 3. Modification to fig 3 to make it clearer.  Based on clarification to fig 3 text was added to paragraph underneath fig to indicate clearly that user  profile  in VASP is outside scope but the way this is referenced may be standardised.

Clause 7.2: text added to personalised data  and user service profile to make it clearer. 

Clause 7.3: Text removed to indicate that user profile cannot be deactivated and that there is no default User Profile. User profile is always selected hence no concept of default.

Clause 7.6: Clarification text introduced on policy management. Based on this editor’s note has been removed.
